Carcinogenicity In 1996, the IARC re-evaluated carbon black as a Group 2B carcinogen for which there is
inadequate human evidence, but sufficient animal evidence. However, there is a two-year
inhalation study for a toner containing carbon black, which demonstrated no association between
toner exposure and tumour development in rats even if the amount of carbon black powder is
changed. Titanium dioxide contained in this product is classified to Group 2B of IARC as the result
of inhalation test in use of rat.
But oral/skin test does not show carcinogenicity.
In the animal experiment with very high concentration of titanium dioxide (excessive burden of
rat’s lungs clearance mechanism (overload phenomenon)), the rat alone showed lung tumor.
Under a normal use practice, the concentration should be far lower than the above; and it is
assumed that there is no such use.
Also, relation between respiratory disease and work exposure of titanium dioxide is not observed
with epidemiological survey. Carbon black and titanium dioxide contained in this product are
classified to Group 2B of IARC as the result of inhalation test in use of rat.

The toner containing carbon black did not show carcinogenicity in chronic inhalation exposure test
in use of rat.

Under a normal use practice, the concentration should be far lower than the above; and it is
assumed that there is no such use.
